In 2006, 70 percent (or approximately 26,515) of the AIDS cases diagnosed in the United States and dependent areas involved persons of minority races or ethnicities.

At the end of 2006, the CDC estimates that 448,871 people were living with AIDS in the USA. This number includes all persons ever diagnosed with an AIDS-defining condition & believed to be alive, including many people who have recovered through antiretroviral therapy. The chart below shows the ethnic breakdown of AIDS cases, revealing the disproportionate impact on African Americans.

The 2007 National Healthcare Disparities Report finds that, across all core measures and for all groups, overall healthcare disparities are not getting smaller.
